Incumbent Mayor Cindy
Siegel roundly trounced Rob-
ert Riquelmy in an 86 per-
cent landslide over his 14

percent of votes cast.

Of the four races for city
council, two will enter a run-
off. Lawyer Corbett Daniel
Parker and “Buzz Lady”
Roseann Rogers will both
continue to lobby for sup-
port until the Dec. 12 run-
off, after they won 49 and 28
percent respectively of votes
cast for the Position 3 seat.

Parker says he plans to
continue walking Bellaire’s

streets listening to residents’
concerns and to expand his
coalition of supporters -
which has now grown to in-
clude former opponent Ri-
chard E. Franke, who got 14
percent of the vote for the
seat.

“Leading up to it, I walked
about 85 percent of the streets
(and) lost about 20 pounds,
so my plan is to get that extra
15 percent and lose another

five pounds,” Parker tells
Southwest News. “There’s
no secret that the best way to
get prepared for the job is to
listen to those you’re going
to represent, and that’s what
I’m going to continue to do.”

Bellaire Salon Replaces Self Esteem for
Women Suffering Hair Loss

Entrepreneur Lenny Venti  opened Artemis for women three years

ago, to accommodate women who have received chemotherapy
treatments as well as others who have experienced hair loss.

“It’s the first female-only hair restoration studio solely dedicated
to helping women with hair loss,” says Venti.

“Our theory was that women didn't want to come where the men
were  (Apollo) when they didn't look or feel good,’ Venti says.  So he
created this separate space with high end design and comfort.

As a woman anchors herself with friends and family after treat-
ment, the  self-esteem component comes into play.

“I have had clients (women) who have gone through chemo and I
know what  they go through,” says image consultant Cathy Fitzpatrick
Cleary. “In  the past, there have not been many good options for them.”

"More than 90% of conversation takes place from the neck up and
when a woman loses her hair she can also lose her identity as a
woman," she says. "Hair plays such an  important role in feeling
feminine and pretty."

At Artemis, stylists help women restore and stop hair loss, in a
private, respectful setting.

"When men lose their hair, they lose it in a  specific area, women
lose hair throughout the entire scalp so it's not  typical to do transplants
for a woman," Venti says.  "Instead, we offer  a type of integration or
top of the head replacement to volumize and maximize a woman's own
hair."

Most of the clientele at Artemis in the 35-50 age range and are still
working.

As for the races that wonÕt go to
run-off, lawyer Mandy Nathan won
slightly under 55 percent of votes
cast to win Position 6 on the coun-
cil over CPA Jim Hotze and attor-
ney Scott Scheinthal, who were
both criticized for negative cam-
paign materials and emails they
sent to residents.  Nathan will re-
place Council Member John Jeffrey,
who has resigned because he is mov-
ing out of the city.

Unopposed Council Member
Will Hickman was re-elected to
Position 1, with 68 percent of vot-
ers casting ballots for Hickman.
Almost a third of voters abstained
from voting in the race. Though
this could be spun as a statement of
dissatisfaction, Hickman says  pre-
vious Bellaire elections with un-
contested candidates have had a
one-third undervote.

ÒCute question. You can spin
statistics any way you would like,Ó
Hickman says. ÒI looked at past
elections, and uncontested races in
Bellaire have a 33 percent
undervote.  I am also a part of that
undervote as I donÕt vote in races
that are uncontested since it has no
effect on the race.

ÒOnly two thirds of the Bellaire
voters chose to vote in the Position
1 race, and I received 100% of the
votes cast in the Position 1 race.Ó

According to the Harris County
ClerkÕs office, since 1997 all of
uncontested races in Bellaire elec-
tions garnered undervotes ranging
from 29 to 37 percent.

The run-off election will be Dec.
12. Early voting will take place
from Nov. 30 to Dec. 8 at Bayland
Park, on Bissonnet between
Hillcroft and Beechnut.

Teas May Develop Townhomes on Nursery Site
Bellaire resident and business-

man Tom Teas is telling confidants
that he will sell the nurseryÕs historic
Bellaire Blvd. location and develop
townhomes on the spot, a project he
says will begin in January, 2010.

For years, civic leaders have
wanted to acquire the land for a
park.  Teas sold the back half of the
property to Frank Liu in 2002 and
gave Liu an option to buy the front
